Men more likely to cheat on wives because of bad economy

If the current economic doldrums persist and high unemployment and lower wages are a way of life, more men may 
cheat on their wives, U.S. researchers suggest.

Omri Gillath, a social psychology professor at the University of Kansas, said men are likely to pursue short-term 
mating strategies when faced with a threatening environment.

"We're biologically wired to reproduce, and the environment tells us the best strategy to use to make sure our genes 
are passed on," Gillath said in a statement.

"If you think you might die soon, there's a huge advantage for a man to use short-term mating strategies -- to make sure 
there are a bunch of offspring and hope that some of them survive -- but women can't do the same thing."
